Conclusion


Origin – The Cosmological Argument provides evidence for an immaterial, powerful, personal creator.


Meaning – The Teleological Argument (fine-tuning, love, math, music) provides evidence that the universe is infused with meaning and purpose.


Conflict – The Christian story explains our intuitive sense that the world is both valuable and broken. 


Hope – The Christian story provides hope. 


Uncertainty/Hiddenness – God is both accessible and resistible.



Five Reasons God Exists:
1. The beginning of the universe points to a beginner.
2. The fine-tuning is best explained by a fine tuner.
3. The DNA information points to the author of life.
4. A moral law points to a moral law giver.
5. The resurrection of Jesus points to God entering into human history.
